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ABSTRACT

In the new century, for adapting the China social economy rapid development, our
country university faces the huge challenge that is deepened reform and is speeding up
the development. Opposite to the traditional university, the organizational structure of
modern university is exceptional complex; the social function of university is having the
unprecedented change. In this situation, every country is studying how to establish and
perfect the inner modern university governing structure, fully play the role of university
in future society. The core of governance is transference and redistribution of power. The
rise of the theory of governance provides a theoretical basis and real reference for
building the inner university governing structure.

The university governing structure can be mainly divided into two parts: the outside
university governing structure and the inner university governing structure. The inner
university governing structure which refers to the combinative situation among the inter
administrative apparatus, is typically characterized with the combination of academic
power, administrative power and the political power dominated by Party Committee in
Chinese universities. Therefore, how to deal with the connections among them is a key
point to the inner university governing structure

First, this paper has carried on the analysis theoretical basis to the inner university
governing structure, then treats the United States, France and German as example,
introduces the inner university governing structure changes of the western universities,
their inner university governing structure and the status quo mode of power, as well as
the inspiration and reference to the inner governing structure of the university in China.

Secondly, this paper inspects present situation on the inner university governing
structure in our country, through that there were problems in the inner university
governing structure, such as the contradiction between administrative power and
academic power, the sanction of other benefit-related parties, the problem of the inner
balance and drive in universities.

Finally, Based on the inspection to the situation of the inner university governing

structure in our country, this paper has carried on a theoretical discussion that the
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unbalance of our inner university governing focuses on the contradiction and conflict
between administrative power and academic power The key point of the inner
university governing structure lies in the relations of powers, especially on the
relationship between administrative power and academic power, such as the separation of
administrative power and academic power, the proper descending and dispersion of
power center. Through that, we can regulate the circulation of administrative power and
academic power, and then get our goal which is optimizing the inner university governing

structure.
